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Interpretation of Historical Urban Park Documents——Taking Central Park in New York as an
example

[Abstract] The current era is a stage of harmonious coexistence between humans and nature, and it is an era of
actively protecting and reasonably utilizing heritage. Starting from the interpretation of the document on historic
urban parks in cooperation between the International Council on Monuments and Sites and the International
Association of Landscape Architects, this article analyzes the background of the document's introduction, the
protected objects, contents, and methods of the document, and takes the truly first urban park in history —
Central Park in New York City — as a case study to conduct a case analysis through the document. In the

context of China's accelerated urbanization process and the difficulty of adapting historical heritage parks to

modern society and people's needs, this article provides some ideas for the renewal of historical urban parks.
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
