[Abstract] Against the background of high—quality development in the new era, museums, as an important
component of the public cultural service system, have transcended the scope of mere cultural facilities and
increasingly become strategic pivots for promoting regional social progress, economic growth, and cultural
prosperity.

However, the full release of these benefits depends on scientific planning positioning, sustainable
operation mechanisms, and deep integration with local development. This paper aims to provide theoretical
references and practical paths for local governments, cultural institutions, and relevant decision—makers, in order
to achieve the maximum synergy of social, economic, and cultural benefits of museum construction.
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
