Causes and Mechanisms of "Spatial Aphasia" among Young Adults in Aging Communities and
Social Repair Strategies: A Case Study of Hi Long Guan, Beijing

[Abstract] Currcro—updating of aging communities generally overemphasizes the elderly and children,
leading to "spatial aphasia" among young adults. Taking the Huitian community in Beijing, char residential
and employment separation, as the research object, this study finds that the spatial aphasia of young adults is
caused by the superposition of multiple factors including facility mismatch, envirotal lag, and rigid
management, resulting in generational spatial isolation. Based on the theories of spatial production, third
place, and social capital, this study reveals the triple exclusion of sup demand, and spatiotemporal factors
faced by young adults. It proposes to reconstruct spatial affordance through functional modularization,
spatiotemporal flexibility, and interface socialtion, and to improve operational mechanisms by introducing
public—private partnerships and intellectual curators. The findings provide theoretical and practical
references for high—density communities to bridge the generational gap, achieve allage sharing, and
implement refined governance.
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
